Today's prelude, by Swedish composer, teacher, and organist Oskar Lindberg (1887-1955), is based on a folk tune from the re-
gion of Dalarna. The "fäbodpsalms" were traditionally sung by women tending sheep and cows in their mountainous summer 
pastures. The composer of today's offertory, Samuel Coleridge-Taylor, (1875-1912) was a British composer of both European 
and African descent, often compared to composer Gustav Mahler. He enjoyed success both in England and America. "Let Us 
Cheer the Weary Traveler" comes from his collection 24 Negro Melodies, which contains both African and African-American 
tunes.
